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The Auckland group hosted a talk in September which looked at the ‘software engineering’              
role of modern statisticians. The talk covered major computer programming principles and            
good practices for R users. The speaker, Harel Lustiger from Harmonic Analytics, has also              
submitted an abstract for the same talk for this year’s NZSA conference.
